Holes in working surfaces, platforms, or scaffolds


Missing or loose guard rails, open platform bar gates or chains


Slip or trip hazards


Ask if someone could slip or trip due to


Objects projecting into walk path


Debris on walking surface or loose surface material


Uneven surfaces


Slick surfaces, oil, ice, water
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What’s A Hazard?


Most hazards fall into one of several categories. 


By knowing what the major types of hazards are you will be able to identify and correct most. 


You can also identify hazards by looking at an item, asking questions about them and using common sense.





           General Rule of 			
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Scanning for Hazards


To remind us we always need to actively look for potential hazards remember:  S. I. P. D. E.


S can for potential hazards during your job or walking to a location


I dentify potential hazards that could present a potential hazard


P redict what could happen or go wrong


D ecide that if a hazard existed what action should be taken


E xecute needed action





As you begin to look for hazards in your work areas remember to


BREAK LARGE AREAS INTO SMALL BITE SIZED PIECES





Don’t attempt to eat the whole pie at once.


Look at one shop


One wall area of shop


One piece of equipment


One aspect of that equipment

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Introduction


Safety hazard recognition is a critical part of any safety program.  We may have excellent safety procedures, but unless you are able to recognize safety hazards the program will not be totally successful.  Training in the past has often been directed towards knowing the safety rules with very little coverage of how to actively search for and recognize safety hazards.  Most safety hazards are out in the open, but are not really seen or are just plain ignored.  “Someone else will report it”.  Sound familiar?  Our goal is to incorporate hazard recognition into your daily routines not just every now and then.  We want you to be a part of the safety team by continually scanning for safety while performing your job as well as walking to and from your work area or car.   Here are some tools necessary to be a good Hazard Detective.
