1. Stay Alert!                                                       

2. Expect the unexpected                                       Keep an eye out for workers and their equipment
3. Slow Down                                                        Note the posted speed limits in an around the work zone
4. Don’t Tailgate                                                Keep a Safe Distance Behind
5. Don’t Change Lanes in a Work Zone!
6. Pay Attention to Signs & Flaggers
7. Minimize Distractions                                        Avoid changing radio stations and using cell phones while in a work zone
8. Keep Up with the Traffic Flow

9. Schedule Enough Time for Delays

10. Be Patient and Stay Calm

1. Being “Struck By” moving equipment in the work area

2. Being “Struck By” equipment or motor vehicles traversing the work zone

3. Being “Struck By” motor vehicles during waste management collection operations
